Thank you for the beautiful caps.  The students loved the bright colors.  Most of the students wore the caps home although the temperature this afternoon was pushing seventy.  While some of my students were waiting for their buses, I saw them showing off their new caps to older siblings and friends.


I teach kindergarten at Baca/Dlo ay azhi Community School in Prewitt, NM.  This is my third year teaching kindergarten and my fourth year of teaching in New Mexico.  When I moved here from Iowa, I was blown away that it actually snowed in New Mexico and that the temperature frequently drops below ten degrees in the winter.  I knew that it would get cold in the mountainous parts of the state, but I didn’t realize that most of the state is more than 5,000 ft. above sea-level.  Because of the high altitude (ours is near 6,500 ft), the caps came just in time.  The temperature has been dipping into the twenties in the mornings this week.  I am hopeful that the caps will be worn with regularity in the coming weeks as well as throughout the winter so we will get through the year without too many sick kids.
